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Wilderness Regulations:

The basic statement of the 1984 wilderness act has caused much discussion. Some
believe that OWilderness Managemento6 is a contra
be defined and then left alone. However, the Wilderness Act states that the wilderness will

be managed for people.

Wilderness management has become the management of human use while allowing
the forces of nature to work. Man  -made facilities are discouraged in the wilderness, and
mands activities ar e-mechanzed mmichuminpachand use ohpoimi-

tive tools.

Wilderness users should remember that while much Forest Service Policy is generat-
ed from inside the agency, a Federal Act of Congress dictates the wilderness directions.
Although established commercial enterprises, research, and educational programs in some
cases are allowed, other activities such as sporting events and the use of motor vehicles
are prohibited. Wilderness regulation can change from time to time. Users should consult

Forest Service information centers for local restrictions and updates.

Restrictions Include

1. Shortcutting a trail switchback: shortcutting switchbacks damage the trail and vegeta-
tion.

2. Camping within 100 feet slope distance from the shoreline of any lake. Avoid trampling
lakeside vegetation.

3. Entering or being in the wilderness with a group consisting of a combination of persons
and stock exceeding 12 in total number without obtaining a permit. The suggested group
size is six. Large groups tend to have a far greater impact on camping areas and other visi-

tors. Large groups that split up do not meet the intent of the law.

4. Catching or storing hunting or camping equipment, personal property or supplies. Pack

out what you pack in. Caching encourages littering and is not consistent with wilderness.
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Leave No Trace

Leave No Trace Principles :
Leave No Trace is an idea that promotes the careful and thoughtful use of natural, cultural

and historical places. By leaving no trace, you can allow others and yourself to enjoy spe-
cial places over and over again. Seven principles of Leave No Trace outdoor ethics are
listed below followed by a brief description of each principle.
1. Plan Ahead and Prepare
Travel and Camp on Durable Surfaces
Dispose of Waste Properly
Leave What You Find
Minimize Campfire Impacts
Respect Wildlife

Be Considerate of Other Visitors

Plan Ahead and Prepare:
Knowing where, when and why you are going to a place is important in planning. Know

what your need and what you should you will be prepared for (weather, food, water, etcet-
eras). Knowing what is available where you are going is another important question to ask.
By planning a trip well, you will be much less likely to leave a permanent trace on the
place you visited.

1 Know the regulations and special concerns for the area you will visit.

1 Prepare for extreme weather, hazards, and emergencies.

1 Schedule your trip to avoid times of high use.

f Visit in small groups. Split larger parties into groups of 4 -6.

1 Use a map and compass to eliminate the use of marking paint, rocks or flags.
Travel and Camp on Durable Surfaces: Try to travel in places  where you will leave less

trace of your visit. Walking on an existing path will damage an area less than creating a
new path. Walking on rocks may be better than walking on grasses.

1 Durable surfaces include trails, campsites, rock, gravel, dry grasses or snow.
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1 Protect wetland areas by camping at least 100 meters from lakes and streams.
Good campsites are found, not made. Altering a site is not necessary.
1 In popular areas:
-Concentrate use on existing trails and campsites.
-Walk single file in the middle of the trail, even when wet or muddy.
-Keep campsites small. Focus activity in areas where vegetation is ab-
sent, and do not cut fire wood from live trees.
1 In pristine (untouched by man and in complete natural condition; often deep
forests, high mountain areas or islands) areas:
-Disperse use to prevent the creation of campsites and trails.
-Avoid places where impacts are just beginning.

Dispose of Waste Properly:
Garbage or litter is one of the worst problems facing the environment, but it is an easy
problem to solve. Your waste is your responsibility.

1 Pack Out What You Pack In . If you bring it into nature with you, you should
bring it back out.

-Inspect your campsite and rest areas for trash or spilled foods and ei-
ther cover with dirt or wash it away.

-Pack out all trash, leftover food, and litter.

-Pick up litter |l eft by others. Good
tudes.

1 Deposit solid human waste in cat  -holes (small pits) dug 150mm to 200mm
deep at least 100 meters from water, camp, and trails. Cover and try to dis-
guise the cat -hole when finished.

1 Pack out toilet paper and hygiene products. If you do not pack them out, burn
them in a fire. Do not just bury them, as animals will dig them up.

1 To wash yourself or your dishes, carry water 100 meters away from camp,
streams or lakes and use small amounts of biodegradable soap. Scatter
strained dishwater over a wide area.

Leave What You Find:

Historical and natural wonders are rare and very often can not be recreated. If you are
lucky enough to visit historical places and natural wonders, leave them for the next person
to enjoy.

1 Preserve the past: examine, but do not touch, cultural or historic structures
and artifacts. Once they are gone they can not be remade. Ask yourself, would
you like to show this to your children?

1 Leave rocks, plants and other natural objects as you find them. Nature takes
a long time to make things. Enjoy what is around you and allow nature to
work, next time you may see something a little different.

1 Avoid introducing or transporting non -native species. Leave plants and ani-
mals in the environment they belong. Bringing plants and animals to new
places can be dangerous for them or for the plants and animals already there.

1 Do not build structures, furniture, or dig trenches and try not to move logs or
rocks when you are picnicking or camping. Use what is already there.
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Minimize Campfire Impacts:
Fire is useful, it can be fun and educational, but it also can scar the environment.

Campfires can cause lasting impacts to nature. Use a lightweight stove for

cooking and enjoy a candle lantern for light when ever possible.

Where fires are permitted, use established fire rings, fire pans, or mound fires.

Keep fires small. Only use sticks from the ground that can be broken by hand.

Do not cut wood from standing trees. Also try not to use too much wood, it is

a part of natureds food cycle. Wi thout
rooms and other forest foods.

Burn all wood and coals to ash, put out campfires completely, then scatter

cool ashes or pour water of the fire. Do not leave unburned paper in the pit.

Respect Wildlife
Leave animals alone and in time you will see more and more.

Observe wildlife from a distance. Do not follow or approach wildlife.

Never feed animals. Feeding wildlife damages their health, alters natural be-
haviors, and exposes them to predators and other dangers. It may also put
you in danger as animals will attack if they are sick or trying to protect their
young.

Protect wildlife and your food by storing rations and trash securely. When ever
possible hang food from a tree or between poles.

Control pets at all times, or leave them at home. It not a good idea to bring
your pets into nature. They can be in danger from wild animals or may get
lost.

Avoid wildlife during sensitive times: mating, nesting, raising young, or winter.

Be Considerate of Other Visitors:
Treat other visitors as you would want them to treat you.

Respect other visitors and protect the quality of their experience.

Be courteous. Yield to other users on the trail.

Step to the downhill side of the trail when encountering horses, mules or don-
keys.

Take breaks and camp away from trails and other visitors.

Let nature's sounds prevail. Avoid loud voices and noises; you will hear more
by saying less.

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Things To Remember in Bear Country

You are in Bear country and this is their home. Although seeing a bear is a relatively

rare thing, bears have been seen here. You need to be aware of your surroundings and

take steps to insure your safety and the beards

things you can do to reduce the risk of an attack. Always remember a fed bear is a dead
bear. Bears that become familiar with humans are usually put down. These guidelines

were written with tenting in mind but stild]l

Keep your camp clean! Avoid cooking strong -smelling foods; use dehydrated foods

when possible.

Burn all grease off grills and camp stoves Wipe table and clean eating area thor-

oughly. Store cook stoves and grills in your vehicle. Do not leave ANYTHING outside!

Store food and garbage properly at all times. Store food, coolers and trash in your ve-
hicle. Store toiletries with your food - the smell of toiletries can attract bears. Dispose
of garbage properly , and pack it out. Never bury or burn garbage.

Keep your tent and sleeping bag free of all food smells at all times.

Sleep some distance away from your cooking area or food storage site.

Female campers should be advised the scent of a menstruating woman is some-

times an attractant to bears. Dispose of used tampons or sanitary napkins by pack-
ing them out in a sealed plastic bag. Please do not use the porta -potties as garbage
cans.
Keep your dog on a leash or leave it home , a free ranging dog may lead a bear back
to you
Keep children close and in sight at ALL times! Please do not tease the bears with chil-
dr en. |l f you are caught vyloil notteakelthe bears mad el O (o

Remember do not leave anything with an aroma outside of your vehicle at night or when

your camp is unattended. You could draw a bear to your fellow campers.
